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Abstract 
This document describe how Qeepr API works to easily start creating Qeepr profiles  

and send condolences via our SDK or by direct call. 
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Introduction 
This document will serve as a guide to create a small application used to generate a Qeepr Memorial Profile and sync 

condolences using direct call to Qeepr REST API using JSON and via our PHP SDK. 

Creating a Test Account 
In order to test the API, we suggest performing the following steps on our test website. 

 

First, access our test website via http://test.qeepr.com/  

 

Create a Test Account by clicking on the “Create Test Account” button on the homepage, or “Sign up” in the top menu. 

 

 

 

Name your Test Account (This is where the Funeral Home or Cemetery will put their business name) 

Organization Type is defaulted at Funeral Home for the purposes of these tests. 

 
 

Once your profile is successfully completed, you will be redirected to your Qeepr Test Account 

Download the SDK.zip File by going to http://test.qeepr.com/access-api/ . This link is also found on the footer menu bar 

under “API Access”.

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Creating an API access token 
To communicate with the API via direct call or via the SDK you will need to create first an API access token.  

 

To do this, connect to your Qeepr organizational account profile. Click Edit Profile. 

 

 

 

Enter into the “Settings” Section 
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Scroll Down to the Qeepr API Section. Select “Enable API Access” and click “Generate access token”.  

 

 

Using this access token you will now be able to access the API. (From now on, we will use through this document the 

following access token as an example:  ngumol0.
